a.  Principle of Unjust Suffering: You will find favor with God 
when you endure unjust suffering for doing what is right. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

b. Reality of Sin-caused Suffering: Patiently enduring 
suffering brought on by your own sin doesn’t even impress 
men, let alone God!
